“The I-beam trolley track extends the entire
length of our pipe storage racks—about 130 feet
—and has a spur running out over the railroad
siding. Pipe 1s loaded into a cradle, which is
picked up right out of the car and carried to the
proper storage rack by our OveR-Way equipment.
“This trolley system enables 3 men to unload and
store 50 tons of pipe a day—which could hardiy
be done by 6 men without the equipment.
