KNOWLEDGE of the ingredients and nature of gunpowder is of
areat antiquity. The Chinese made use of an explosive compound
fully two thousand years ago, but it devolved upon a higher civilization

to make the discovery of much practical utility.

Gunpowder was made in this country during the last century, but

the early manufactories were of the rudest and most primitive description.

E]euthére Irénée DU Pont de Nemours, who came from France
to the United States in the fall of 1799, was the founder of the gunpowder
works near Wilmington, Delaware. He had acquired a practical knowledge of
the manufacture of gunpowder under the instruction of the celebrated French
chemist, Lavoisier, who was superintendent of two government powder mills at
Essone, before the French Revolution. Some months after Irénée Du Pont's
arrival, his attention was called to the bad quality of the gunpowder made in
Hmerica, and he conceived the idea of erecting works for its manufacture.
He went back to France early in 1801, returned to the United States with
some of the necessary machinery, and selected in 1802 a site on the Brandy-
wine Creek, a few miles from Wilmington, Delaware, where he at once began
the erection of the works. The business has been carried omn ever since,
without interruption, by the founder, succeeded by members of his family,
under the firm name of E. I. DUPONT DE NEMOURS & CO,
