Founded: In 1973 by Thomas and Mary Moser as a small custom woodworking shop
in New Gloucester, Maine. Twenty years later, the family business employs 90 and
includes all four Moser sons.

Designs: Distinctive contemporary designs inspired by early 19th and 20th century
American forms. Furniture designs are transitional, appropriate for traditional or
contemporary environments, in residential, corporate and institutional settings.

Furniture is built of solid premium grade American black cherry, a constantly renewing
resource from the Allegheny plateau of Pennsylvania. Lesser amounts of black walnut
and white ash are also used. No plywood, particle board, or veneered surfaces. Pieces are
finished with handrubbed linseed oil and wax; no stains are applied.

Awards: Three New Product Gold Awards from the Institute of Business Designers and
Contract Design Magazine; two Daphne Awards from the National Hardwood Institute.
Among the highest design honors available for commercial and residential furniture.

Sales: $5 million annually, including all 50 U.S. states, Japan, Germany, England and
Canada. Four retail showrooms located in Portland, ME, Philadelphia, PA, Alexandria,
VA, and San Francisco, CA, in addition to national mail order catalog sales. Trade
representation in 10 design centers nationwide.

Shipping: In house shipping program, established four years ago to ensure quality
installation and delivery services to Thos. Moser customers nationwide. recognized in
